Tommye was an avid reader and loved libraries. She never went anywhere
without something to read and her home is overflowing with books. She was
one of the founders of the Friends of the Library chapter in Walnut Grove and
served on the Leake County Library Commission.

It was during her years in Germany that she developed a great love of the
Christmas season, exploring Christmas markets throughout Europe. After
returning to Mississippi in 1990, she began a family tradition of decorating the



entire house with no less than a dozen trees with different themes and
displayed an international collection of nativity scenes.

Tommye's survivors include her husband, Gene, her children, Judson (Linda),
Jana (JC), Adam, and Grant (Melody), daughter-in-law Robin, and five
grandchildren, Davis, Janiece, Ace, Bodhi and Waverly. She was preceded in
death by her parents, sister Janice Pigg, brother Dave Hogue and son Jason
Pigg.

Visitation will be held from 11:30 am - 1:30 pm on Thursday, December 21,
2023, at Wilcox Funeral Home, followed by a graveside service at 2:00 pm at
Mt. Zion Cemetery.
